Irving Berlin

Born Israel Beilin in a Russian Jewish shtetl in
1888, he died as Irving Berlin in his adopted
homeland of New York, New York, USA, in
1989. Songwriter, performer, theatre owner,
music publisher, soldier and patriot, he defined
Jerome Kern’s famous maxim: “Irving Berlin
has no place in American music. He is American
music.” Berlin wrote over 1200 songs,
including “White Christmas”, “Easter Parade,”
“Always,” “Blue Skies,” “Cheek to Cheek,” “There’s No Business Like
Show Business,” “Alexander’s Ragtime Band,” “You’re Just in Love,”
and “God Bless America.” He wrote the scores to more than a dozen
Broadway musicals, including “Annie Get Your Gun” and “Call Me
Madam,” and provided songs for dozens of Hollywood movie musicals.
Among his many awards and accolades were the Academy Award for
“White Christmas,” a Congressional Gold Medal, a special Tony Award,
and commemoration on a U.S. postage stamp. Berlin bought 17
Beekman Place in 1946, and moved into this house with his wife and
daughters in December of 1947. It would remain his home for the rest of
his life.

The Luxembourg House

Designed by the architect Harold Sterner in 1929 for the former
Secretary of Defense, Mr. James Forrestal, 17 Beekman Place
was home to the great American composer Irving Berlin and his
family from 1947 until his death in 1989 at the age of 101. In
1990, the five-story town house was acquired by the
Government of the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg, and
subsequently renovated to house the Permanent Mission of
Luxembourg to the United Nations, the Consulate General of
Luxembourg, the Luxembourg Board of Economic
Development and the Luxembourg Tourist Office.
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
